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lowa's Development

If one were called upon to name the commonwealth whose growth and
progress epitomize the thrilling story of American development during
the last hundred years, a most likely selection would be the State of Towa.

The transformation of Towa from a sparsely settled frontier region
of little economie importance to a great and populous agrieultural and
industrial state, in many respects second to no other on this continent,
constitutes one of the most arresting stories in the annals of American
civilization.

From the day when the first “*Iron Iorse™ was ferried across the
Mississippi River and landed on the shore of lowa at Davenport, railway
transportation has been a major factor in the growth and prosperity of
the state.

The story of the coming of the railroad forms a thrilling chapter
in the history of any community. Numerous Towa ecities and towns
started as railway stations or as town sites laid out by the railway
promoters. The railroad literally put the towns on the map. Many
others grew and prospered under the stimulus of railway development
and because railway transportation gave them access to markets far and
near.

There is romance—vich, exciting romance—in the story of the rail-
way builders. It is a story of men grappling with formidable problems—
problems of finance and credit, problems of transportation in a region
where lumber, rails and other construetion materials had to be brought
long distances and often hauled over dreadful mud roads to construetion
sites. There were problems of labor. of land grants and land sales, and
when the roads were completed there were problems of ‘‘keeping heads
above water’’ until agrieultural production and markets had developed
to a point where the traffic was remunerative.

The battle was fought with varying degrees of success and failure—
fought by such great figures in railway history as Blair, Joy, Dey, Dodge,
Farley, Langworthy, Jones, Allison, Jesup, Mason—names which are
imperishably engraved upon the history of Western railway development.

Therefore, the story of Iowa railroads is a story of bold enterprise,
of courageous and adventurous spirits who risked their fortunes on the
future of Iowa. It is a story of hope deferred. of vicissitudes, of bitter
disappointments and triumphant achievements.

And out of the struggle was forged Towa’s great heritage, an 8,900-
mile railway system extending the length and breadth of the State, through
every county, linking every city and town and farming ecommunity
in Iowa with every producing and consuming center in the land, and
providing the State with a system of passenger. freight. express and
mail service unsurpassed anywhere in the world.
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Important Dates in lowa Railway History
From 1836 to 1900

1836: [Iirst Legislature in which
Towa participated, held at Belmont.
Wisconsin, granted a charter for
the construction of a railroad from
there to Dubuque. The proposed
road was to be a double-track line.

1836: John Plumbe, Jr., of Du-
buque, proposed an “Oregon Rail-
road’’ from the Great Takes through
Dubuque to the Pacific Ocean. This
was nine years before Asa Whitney
memorialized Congress for aid in
the construction of a railroad from
the Great Lakes to the Pacific,

1838: 1In the first territorial legis-
lature of Towa, James W. Grimes
obtained the passage of a memorial
to Congress for a land erant to aid
the construction of a Jline from
Burlington to Mount Pleasant.

1847: Governor Henry Dodge of
.\Visconsin Territory approved a bill
Incorporating the Milwaukee &
Waukesha Railroad Company (first
predecessor company of the pres-
ent C. M. St. P. & P. RR).

1848: Luecius H. Langworthy, of
Dubuque, elected president of a
railroad to run from Dubuque to
Keokuk, via Towa City, traversing
the settled portions of the stat(:
His plan contemplated a road of
wooden rails faced with iron.

February 12, 1849: A, rora
Branch Railway Company char-
tered in Tllinois to build a line, 13
miles in length, between “Aurora
and Turner Junetion, 30 miles west
of Chieago. The suceessor com-
pany, the Chicago & Aurora Rail-

road became the Chicago, Burling-
ton & Quiney Railroad, in 1855, by
act of the Illinois Legislature. These
were the early beginnings of the
present Burlington System.

October 14, 1850: Davenport
and Iowa Railroad Company organ-
ized at Towa City, for the purpose
of surveying a route, obtaining a
right-of-way, demonstrating the
feasibility of building railroads in
Towa, and transferring their rights
and property to the first railway
company that proposed to enter
Towa.

February 7, 1851: Chicago &
Rock Island Railroad Company.
parent company of the present
Rock Island Lines, chartered In
Illinois to construct a railroad from
Chicago to the Mississippi River at
Rock TIsland, opposite Davenport.

February 10, 1851: Illinois
Central Railroad Company chart-
ered in Illinois to build a T05-mile
railroad from Dunleith, opposite

~ Dubuque, Towa, to Cairo, Tl1., with

a branch line from Centralia to
Chicago. This was the beginning

of the present Illinois Central Sys-
tem.

January 15, 1852: Burlington
and Missouri River Rail Road Com-
pany incorporated to construct @
railroad from Burlington to the
Missouri River, along the most
eligible route.

December 1852: ILyman Dillon
sought a Congressional grant of

land to aid in the construction of a
railroad from the Mississippi River
at Dubuque, to the Missouri River,
at or near Council Bluffs.

February 22, 1853: Mississippi
and Missouri Railroad Company
chartered, with power to construct
and operate a railroad from Daven-
port to Council Bluffs.

March 3, 1853: Minneapolis and
St. Louis Railway Company origin-
ally chartered as the Minnesota
Western Railroad Company.

May 19, 1853: Dubuque & Paci-
fic Railroad Company incorporated
in Towa, to construct a railroad
from Dubuque westward to the Mis-
souri River or beyond.

September 1, 1853: At Daven-
port, Antoine Le Claire broke
ground for the Mississippi and Mis-
souri Railroad, and laid the first
railroad crosstie in the State of
Towa.

November 22, 1854: First rail-
road surveying party to traverse
Towa from east to west entered
Counecil Bluffs. This party was
under the direction of a young en-
gineer, Grenville M. Dodge, who
later distinguished himself as a Civil
War General and a railroad builder.

February 22, 1854: Chicago
and Rock Island Railroad, the first
to unite the Atlantic Ocean with
the Mississippi River, reached Rock
Island. At the celebration held the
same day, Henry Farnam ve-
marked, ‘““Today, we witness the
nuptials of the Atlantic with the
Father of Waters. Tomorrow, the
people of Roek Island ecan go to

New York the entire distance by
railroad, and within the space of
forty-two hours.”’

1854: Burlington and Missouri
River Railroad Company in Iowa
was ineorporated by a special aet
of the Legislature to build a rail-
road from Burlington, Iowa, to the
Missouri River. Construetion eom-
menced in May.

March 17, 1855: (hicago, Bur-
lington and Quiney Railroad was
opened for traffic to East Burling-
ton, the second line to provide ser-
vice from Chicago to Iowa’s eastern
shore.

May 30, 1855: Burlington, Iowa,
celebrated completion of Chiecago,
Burlington & Quiney from Chicago
to East Burlington, Ill. Stephen
A. Douglas, Lewis Cass, Mayor
Boone of Chicago, and Governor
Grimes of lowa were present.

June 12, 1855: Illinois Central
was officially opened to the Missis-
sippi at Dunleith, providing another
outlet for the resources of Towa.

June 29, 1855: First railroad
rail in lowa laid at Davenport.
First spike driven into the track
tie which Antoine Le Claire had
tamped into place September 1,
1853.

July 19, 1855: Tirst locomotive
in Towa—the ‘“ Antoine Le Claire”
—ferried across Mississippi River
at Davenport.

November 20, 1855: Tirst train
of cars ever operated in Towa ran
from Davenport to Mnuscatine. car-
rving the Mayor of Chicago and
other distingnished passengers as
cuests. Banquet, speeches and a
grand ball commemorated the event.
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December 16, 1855: The Galena
and Chicago Union Railroad (pre-
decessor to the North Western)
reached Fulton, Illinois, opposite
Clinton, Towa.

April 21, 1856: Rock Island
Railroad Bridge at Davenport, the
first to span the Mississippi River,
opened for traffic. The locomotive

““Des Moines’’ crossed the bridge
to the Towa shore.

May 15, 1856: TPresident Frank-
lin Pierce signed the Towa Land
Grant Bill whereby Congress made
four land grants to the State of
Towa to encourage the construction
of railroads:

_1. Dubuque to a point on the
Missouri River near Sioux City;

2. Lyons City, northwest to Ma-
quoket'a.. thence due west ag nearly
as possible on the 42 parallel to the
Missouri River;

3. Davenport via Towa City

April 15, 1857: Milwaukee &
Mississippi Railroad Company, suc-
cessor of Milwaukee & Waukesha
Railroad Company, extended its
line to Prairie du Chien, Wisconsin,
opposite Marquette, Towa.

November 6, 1859: Construc-
tion commenced on the Council
Bluffs and St. Joseph Railroad Line
(now Burlington) to conneet Iowa
cities along the Missouri River.

1859: Chicago & North Western
Railway Company organized as the
successor to the Chicago, St. Paul
& Fond du Lae Railroad.

_ First line of C. M. St. P. & P. RR
m Towa was built between Farley
and Sand Springs by the Dubuque
Western Railroad Company. (Ex-
tensions by other predecessor com-

panies reached Cedar Rapids by
1865.)

February 11, 1859: Atchison &
Topeka Railroad Company chart-
ered in Kansas, to build a line from
Atc.hison to Topeka. This was the
beginning of the present Atchison,
Topeka & Santa Fe Railway System.

July 1, 1862: Union Pacific Rail-
I“Oad Cnmpﬂny was chartered by the
Congress of the United States.

May 5, 1863: The Chicago, Mil-
waukee & St. Paul Railway Com-
bany organized under the name of
Milwaukee & St. Paul Railway
Company by the purchase of the
Western Division of the La Crosse
and Milwaukee Railroad.

1865: McGregor Western Rail-
way Company started building
from MeGregor to Cresco. (Milwau-

kee & St. Paul Railway in 1867
acquired this road and the same
year built north from Cresco, Iowa
to Owatonna, Minn., completing the
first through line from Milwaukee
via Prairie du Chien to the Twin
Cities.)

1867: Chicago and North West-
ern Railway Bridge across Missis-
sippi  River at Clinton, Iowa,
opened. This was the second bridge
south of St. Paul.

February 1867: Chicago and
North Western Line from Chicago
completed to Missouri River at
Council Bluffs, opposite Omaha—
the first rail line to be completed
across Towa. Formed the first east-
ern connection with the Union
Pacifie, then under construction.

January 1, 1868: Dunleith and
Dubuque Railroad DBridge across
Mississippi River at Dubuque
opened for traffic. This bridge
linked the Tllinois Central with its
Towa line, the Dubuque & Sioux
City, whieh then extended to Fort
Dodge.

August 13, 1868: Railway
bridge across Mississippi River at
Burlington opened for traffic.

1868: Sioux City and Pacifie
Railroad (now Chicago and North
Western) opened from  Couneil
Bluffs to Sioux City.

May 10, 1869: (jolden spike
driven at Promontory, Utah, signal-
izing the completion of the first
rail route from the Atlantic to the
Pacific, through Towa.

June 8, 1869: Chicago, Rock
Island and Pacifie Railroad com-
pleted to Couneil Bluffs, opposite
Omabha,

1869: McGregor and Sioux City
Railway Company (predecessor of
present C. M. St. P. & P. RR)
started econstruction from Calmar
to Missouri River. Davenport and
St. Paul RR Co. (another predeces-
sor of C. M. St. P. & P. RR) began
a line north to Delaware. (This
was completed in 1871; Delaware
to Fayette about 1873; Eldridge to
Maquoketa in 1870).

November 26, 1869: Burlington
and Missouri River Railroad com-
pleted to Missouri River at Platts-
mouth. C. E. Perkins, in charge
of construction, made the following
entry: “‘Last rail laid and spiked
at noon today. Went through with
special train to Plattsmouth.”’

January 3, 1870: Service over
the Burlington and Missouri River
Railroad extended to Council
Bluffs, by way of Pacifie Junetion.

October 10, 1870: Completion
and formal opening of Towa Falls
& Sioux City Railroad between Fort
Dodge and Sioux City, Towa, com-
pleting the present Illinois Central
Railroad across Iowa.

December 11, 1870: The
““Hawkeye,”” Illinois Central train
between Chicago and Omaha, Sioux
City and Sioux Falls, placed in
serviee,

1870: Elk River Jet.,, Iowa, to
Paralta, Towa, begun by the Sabula,
Ackley & Dakota RR Co., predeces-

sor of C. M, St. P. & P. RR. (The
railroad reached Paralta in 1872.)

1871: DMinnesota State Line to
Dubuque was built by the Chiecago,
Dubuque & Minnesota RR Co., and
Dubuque to Sabula, Towa, by the
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Dubuque, Bellevue and Mississippi
Railway Company (both predeces-
sor lines of C. M. St. P. & P. RR)

1872: Banquet given at Council
Bluffs to eelebrate the inauguration
in Chicago-Omaha serviece of two
““palatial”’ dining cars.

1870-1879: During the 10-year
period ending with 1879 the railway
mileage of Towa more than doubled.

1878: First section of present
Milwaukee Road between Des
Moines and Spirit Lake opened
from Waukee to Adel. It was built
by Des Moines, Adel and Western
RR.

1879: Chicago, Minneapolis & St.
Paul Railroad ecompleted to the
Missouri River.

May 23, 1881: Mason City &
Fort Dodge Railroad incorporated
in Towa. This road later became
a part of the Chicago Great West-
ern Railroad.

1881-1882: The Council Bluffs
Extension of the Chicago, Milwau-
kee & St. Paul Railway Company
built the 262-mile line hetween Marp-
ion and Council Bluffs,

November 1882: Chicago &
North Western Railway Company
purchased control of Chicago, St.
Paul, Minneapolis & Omaha Rajl-
way.

1882: Des Moines to Clive; Clive
to Waukee; and Clive to Boone,
built by St. Louis, Des Moines and
Northern Ry. Co., predecessor of
C. M. St. P. & P. RR.

1882 -1884: Chicago, Milwaukee
& St. Paul Railway built 92-mile

line between Cedar Rapids and
Ottumwa.

March 11, 1884: The Burling-
ton undertook the handling of the
transcontinental mail hetween Chi-
cago and Council Bluffs on one
day’s notice—has handled it ever
sinee without interruption.

Novemker 20, 1886: Mason
City and Fort Dodge Railroad be-
tween Mason City and Lehigh,
Towa, 88 miles, opened for opera-
tion. This road is now a part of

the Chicago Great Western Rail-
road.

1887: During tests on West Bur-
lington Hill of the C. B. & Q. RR.
George Westinghouse invented the
triple valve which perfected the
air brake,

December 31, 1887: Chicago
Extension of the Atchison, Topeka
& Santa Fe Railway completed and
opened for traffic bhetween Kansas
City and Chieago through south-
eastern lowa, crossing Mississippi
River at Fort Madison.

December 18, 1887: The ‘‘San
Franeisco-Overland Limited,”” be-
tween Chicago and San Franeisco,
started on initial run, via C&NW
(through Iowa), UP and SP.

A.ugust 1888: (ompletion of a
direct rail line between Chicago and
Freeport, T11. gave the Illinois Cen-
tral Railroad a direct route west-
ward from Chicago to Sioux City,
Towa, and Sioux Falls, 8. D.

S?ptembe“ 13, 1891: TFirst run
mr,“CO]Ol‘adn Express,”” between
Chicago, Des Moines, Omaha and
Denver, over Rock Tsland Railroad.

November 27, 1892: ‘‘Califor-
nia Limited,’” first limited train be-
tween Chicago and Los Angeles,
placed in service by Atchison, Tope-
ka and Santa Fe Railway, through
southeastern Iowa.

February 15, 1897: Iastest pas-
senger train run on record up to
that time made by the Burlington
between Chicago and Denver,

through Iowa. A locomotive and
special car, speeding Henry J. May-
ham to the bedside of his dying son,
made the 1,026-mile run in 18 hours
52 minutes!

1900: By 1900, Towa was covered
with a closely-knit network of
railway lines, 9,185 miles in ex-
tent, and ranked fourth among the
States of the Union in railway mile-
age, as it does today.

Since 1900

Sinee 1900 the growth of railroads
in Towa has not been so much in new
lines as in increased capacity and
improved efficiency of existing lines
throngh the construction of addi-
tional trackage, larger terminals,
modern shops, stronger brideges, and
the installation of heavier rail. im-
proved sicnal systems, larger, more
powerful and more effective locomo-
tives, and improved passenger and
freicht cars.

Many of Towa’s railvoads belong
to large railway systems extending
into many states. They share the
common progress and achievements
which have characterized railway
operations in the twentieth century.
Among the many improvements dur-
ing this period. in addition to those
mentioned above, are all steel pas-

senger cars, the much greater use
of electricity in railway operations,
improved methods of train dis-
patching, greater comfort and safe-
ty in railway travel, improved
refrigeration, faster freight and
passenger train schedules, air con-
ditioning, lower rates and fares,
Diesel - electric  locomotives and
streamlined trains.®

*On November 11, 1934, America’s first
streamline train fo go into regular ser-
vice commenced operation via the Bur-
lington between Lincoln, Nebraska, and
Kansas City, Missouri, through Towa, from
Council Bluffs to the Missouri border.
On October 23, 1936, the Burlington’s
streamlined Denver Zephyr established the
world’s long-distance non-stop record, Chi-
cago to Denver through Iowa, 1015 miles
in a little over 12 hours, at an average
speed of about 84 miles per hour. The
275 miles from Burlington to Council
Bluffs were covered in 204 minutes,
