Stk :—The charter of the Texas and Pacific Railway Company
as granted by the United States, provides for the construction
of a continuous railroad and telegraph line from Shreveport,
Louisiana, by Marshall, Harrison County, Texas, thence by
the most direct and eligible route, to be determined by the
Company, near the thirty-second parallel of north latitude to
a point at or near El Paso, thence by the most direct and
eligible route, to be selected by said Company, through New
Mexico and Arizona to a point on the Rio Colorado, at or near
the south-eastern boundary of the State of California. Thence
by the most direct and eligible route to San Diego, California,
to ship’s channel in the State of California, pursuing in the
location thereof, as near as may be practicable, the thirty-
second parallel of north latitude.
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west of the 100th meridian, and south of Double Mountain,
in charge of Messrs. Hodges, Wilson and O’Neill.

3. The Pecos Division. From the Brazos Division to Fort -
Bliss, or El Paso, on the Rio Grande, in charge first of M.
E. D. Muhlenburg, and finally in charge of Major M. F.
Hurd.

4. New Mexico Division. From the Rio Grande to the
Pima Villages on the Rio Gila, in charge of Mr. George
Wolcott.

5. California Division. From the Pima Villages to San
Diego, California, in charge of Mr. J. A. Evans.

- EXTENT OF SURVEYS.

To develop the country in detail on or in the vicinity of the
thirty-second parallel of latitude, a belt of country 200 miles
wide and 1,900 miles long was thoroughly explored, 10,000
miles of instrumental line run, and 15,000 miles of reconnois-
sance made from July 1st, 1872, to January 1st, 1874, at a cost
of $500,000.

For the detailed information as to the line, I refer you to
the reports attached hereto.

ROAD IN TEXAS.

In the State of Texas, three divisions of the Texas and
Pacific Railway have been placed under construction.

1. Southern Division, Shreveport to Fort Worth, 219 miles.

9. Trans-continental Division, Texarkana to Fort Worth,
236 miles.

3. Jefferson Division, Marshall to Texarkana, 69 miles.

TEXAS CHARTER.

The charter granted by the State of Texas requires the com-
pletion of the road:

1. From Marshall to Texarkana, its junction with the St.
Louis, Iron Mountain and Southern Railway, by January 1lst,

1874.
